Accelerated Reader

Accelerated Reader (A.R.) is a reading program used to motivate students to
read, increase their reading comprehension, and advance their reading levels.
There is a proven link between strong reading skills and academic success - great
readers make great students! Your child is expected be highly involved in A.R. and
you can help by encouraging them and promoting reading at home. Students must
earn at least 80% on each test in order to receive credit towards their A.R. goal.

Log and they are responsible for recording their progress each time they take a test
or quiz.

Reading Logs
Reading Log

Building a love for reading and literature is a big part of 3" grade. Our students
will practice reading as much as possible. Reading increases comprehension and
vocabulary, and in turn, improves writing. Your child is being asked to read 30
minutes at home each evening. Students may alternate reading silently, reading
out loud, and having a family member read to them. Each student has been given a
reading log and they are responsible for recording the title of the book and pages
they read each evening. As the parent, you are asked to sign their reading logs
verifying that your child read for a minimum of 30 minutes that evening.




Homework

Homework is an extension of classroom instruction. Helping your child to have a
positive attitude about successfully completing his or her homework can help them
have the same attitude toward school and learning. Your child is responsible for
completing and returning homework promptly. Failure to complete or return
assignments will result in consequences and may affect grades. | am requesting

If a student fails to turn in a completed homework assignment he or she will receive
a warning. If this occurs a secondtimeafimi ssi ng homewordent
home to be signed by parents and returned with the missing assignments attached.

Throughout the year, your child will have the opportunity to earn No Homework
passes. If your child decides to use a pass, please sign the back and write which
assignment it is being used for. These passes cannot be used for A.R. logs,
projects, or reading logs.

Student Agendas

This year the PTSA has purchased a great planner and agenda to help all of
our students stay organized. Students are responsible to record their homework in
these agendas each school day. Mrs. Nemer will stamp the agenda indicating that
the homework has been copied properly. Once all homework for the evening has
been completed, parents are to sign the agenda each night indicating that they have
seen their students completed homework.

often write important notes and messages to you in these agendas.

Absences

It is imperative to the success of your child that they come to school each day.
Students who are absent will have a packet of the previous day6 work on their desk
the morning of their return. A friend or family member may also pick up the packet
after school on the day of the absence. Students will have 3 days to complete the
work in the packet and return it to Mrs. Nemer. Work not turned in on time will
receive a zero or an F. All absences will be recorded as unexcused unless a note
indicating the reason for the absence is turned in to Mrs. Nemer. These notes are
to be submitted on the day of the students return to school.
